BATH CONDITION

Before commencing installation, carefully remove packaging/protective film and check for
damage.

INSTALLATION
3. Fix the four M10 feet, (figure 2).

4. Fit supply and waste fittings. The bath is sup-
plied without tap holes, a suitable size hole(s)
will need to be cut on site, depending upon the
style of bath fitting chosen. Monoblock drilling
templates/instructions are supplied with the fit-
ting. For standard two hole fittings a suitable
two hole template is supplied with the bath.

5. Fit panel clips, (figures 2, 4 and 5), 4 clips for
the front panel and 2 clips for end panel.

6. Turn bath over to normal floor standing
position. Adjust to correct height and level off.
Tighten M10 nuts on feet studs.

7. Fix wall fixing brackets, (figures 1, 2 and 3).
Push on wall brackets as shown, (tap carefully
with a hammer if necessary).

Secure wall brackets to wall, (screws not provided).

8. Screw bath to floor, (screws not provided).

9. Connect services. Test for satisfactory
operation of fittings and ensure there are no
leaks.

10. Tile down to the bath rim leaving a 3 - 4mm
gap for waterproof sealant.

PANEL FIXING

11. Locate and fix the floor/wall support blocks,
(supplied). Locate the panels in position. Draw a
line on the floor around the base of the panels
and on walls. Remove panels and fix the three
floor and wall support block 3mm behind the
drawn line. It is advisable to support the end
panel at the bottom with a wooden batten, (not
supplied).

12. Place bath panel in position and press the
top edge into the panel clips. Fix panel to each
floor/wall support block using screws provided.
Where front and end panels are used, fit end
panel first.
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
